Projects include Datatag property marking
at Melton Market, rural crime workshops,
and a roadshow at Thurlaston and GWCT's
Loddington Estate. Farmers will get alarms,
solar lights, CCTV, and other security gear.
Schools in Rutland will receive workshops on
staying safe and reporting crime.

These initiatives combine technology and
education to make communities stronger
and more resilient.
